MAINTENANCE DEPARTMENT REPORT:
Nick Lewis, Maintenance Supervisor presented the estimates for concrete work on the south side of Courthouse and hand rails for the south and north sides of the Courthouse.

ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Lair to accept the estimate from Tindle’s Custom Welding to build and install hand rails in the amount of $4,500.00. Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Lair to accept the estimate from Vaughn Koehn for concrete work on south side of Courthouse in the amount of $3,876.00. Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

ROAD & BRIDGE DEPARTMENT REPORT:

Josh Anderson, Road & Bridge Supervisor and Brad Diehl, Asst. Supervisor, submitted the weekly activity & repair/service summary reports.  The Commission approved by consensus not to approve any right-of-way permits or culverts for Post Rock until their outstanding bills are paid in full.  The Commission also approved by consensus to purchase 20 County seal signs for the Road & Bridge vehicles at $25.00 each 10 being purchased from for Zach Audio FX & 10 from U Name It Signs & Designs. They also discussed the haying county right-of-way, canceling the John Deere Tractor order and drainage of waterways. The Commission approved by consensus to cancel the John Deere Tractor previously ordered from WM Nobbe Co. and look for another tractor & mower.

HEALTH DEPARTMENT REPORT:
Todd Durham, Health Administrator and Bill Gillen, Environmental Specialist presented their monthly report.  Bill turned in his work summary for June and discussed new projects and schooling. Todd discussed meetings this month and that both Hospitals in Wilson County will be working with the Wellness Committee.  The Commission was informed by KAC via phone regarding the upcoming seminars on their role as the local board of health.  He also informed the Commission that he would be on vacation the week of June 24th.

Kris Marple, County Coordinator, further discussed right-of-way permit revisions with the Commission.  He also requested 8 hours of overtime per week for 911 Dispatch until a part-time position can be replaced, which was approved by consensus.
