SCOTSMAN ESTATES:

Larry Newton, resident of Scotsman Estates discussed septic system issues in his area.  The minimum acreage requirements of the sanitary code & zoning regulations were explained & clarified.  The variance/exception clause in the sanitary code was also explained as follows:

“The owner of any land or the user of any on-site sewage disposal system regulated by this Code may apply for a request for a Variance of Rule Exception to the Authorized Representative for any standard, specification, rule or regulation prescribed by this Code which is not otherwise discretionary under the authority of the Administrative Agency.  The Administrative Agency shall have the authority to grant exceptions when reliable information is provided which justifies the exception, and alternative methods are available which will attain the objective of the regulations.  The Administrative Agency determines the variation from the regulations that will not adversely affect public health and safety or natural resources.”

COORDINATOR’S REPORT:

Kris Marple, County Coordinator, discussed the following with the Commission: amending the speed limit on E. Madison St. near Fredonia; the status of the Thanks Program; surplus property sale; Rural Fire Appreciation ad, which was decided by consensus for the county to pay.  He also submitted a pay increase request for Liz Stapleford in the amount of $0.32 per hour for completing her introductory period.
ACTION: Commissioner Richardson made a motion to approve the request as presented.  Commissioner Walker seconded the motion, and the motion carried.
