He also reported that the new road at the West entrance of the rodeo grounds was completed.  He also gave an update on road grading, ditching & mowing.  He also informed that blade patching asphalt roads will start next week, and the concrete work at the Courthouse parking lot will be finished this week.  He also presented right-of-way permits for RWD #4 & Centurylink.

DECATUR ROAD SPEED LIMIT REQUEST:

Sam Reed & Kay Alston, residents on Decatur Road, met with the Commission to express their concerns regarding the speed & unsafe quality of life due to the Puckett Quarry & commercial trucks.  They requested a reduced speed limit of 45 mph for passenger vehicles & 35 mph for commercial vehicles.  They also discussed using the county zoning regulations for quarries with certain conditions applied as an option for enforcement.  The Commission took the matter under advisement until a Resolution can be prepared.

SHERIFF’S REPORT:

Sheriff Pete Figgins & Undersheriff Dana Moodie, informed the Commission that Advanced Correctional Healthcare has a new drug for Hepatitis C and costs $1,000.00 per dose.  They also reported that the conduit in the LEC laundry room was damaged during the installation of the new washing machines, and the estimate to install new conduit is $1,950.00.
