OFFICIAL MINUTES 
September 23, 2013
The Board of County Commissioners, three members, and Kris Marple, County Coordinator, met in regular session at 2:00 p.m. in the Commission room.  Rhonda Willard, County Clerk, was absent.

CALL TO ORDER: Commissioner Walker called the meeting to order.

INVOCATION: Commissioner Walker gave the invocation.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE: Commissioner Walker led the flag salute.

MINUTES:
ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Richardson to approve the minutes of September 16, 2013 as presented and the meeting agenda as amended.  Commissioner Lair seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

ENBRIDGE PIPELINE:

Carolyn Flynn & Zach Stephan with Enbridge Pipeline requested to amend the transmission pipeline permits on 2000 Rd, 500 Rd & 410 Rd from open trench cuts to bores.  The Commission approved the request by consensus.  It was noted that the haul roads map and overweight permits are pending.

ROAD & BRIDGE DEPARTMENT REPORT:

Josh Anderson, Road & Bridge Supervisor and Brad Diehl Road & Bridge Assistant Supervisor submitted the weekly activity & repair/service summary reports.  They also discussed reselling the John Deere motor grader on Purple Wave and to add an old iron bridge on Reno Rd to the next sale list, which the Commission approved by consensus.  They also reported on a county rock spill at 2nd & Washington in Fredonia due to an electrical malfunction, and a citation was given to the county truck driver by Fredonia PD.  The Commission agreed to dispute the citation, since it wasn’t directly the fault of the driver.  They also presented a request to lower the speed limit on Newton Rd between US-400 & Granby St.  The Commission has addressed this matter in the past, and respectfully denied the request due to that lowering the speed limit would not solve the problem, but instead suggested that law enforcement enforce the current speed limit.  They also requested an employee uniform option, which the Commission consented to if the employee reimbursed the county for the uniform costs, unless the employee was required to wear a uniform.  Commissioner Richardson asked for a cost estimate to asphalt or chip & seal Jade Rd from K-47 to the Old Iron Club entrance.

PROJECT 17:
Todd Durham, Health Department Administrator and Heather Morgan, Executive Director of Project 17 presented an overview of Project 17 and statistical data of the SEK region.

EXECUTIVE SESSION:
At 3:40 p.m. a motion was made by Commissioner Richardson to recess to executive session for 15 minutes to discuss matters of non-elected personnel pertaining to an employee termination, with Josh Anderson, Kent Hoover, and Kris Marple present.  Commissioner Lair seconded the motion, and the motion carried.  The regular meeting resumed at 3:55 p.m. with no action taken.

COORDINATOR’S REPORT:

Kris Marple, County Coordinator, presented an addendum from Vaughn Koehn in the amount of $2,610.00 for the ADA clock tower sidewalk project, which the Commission approved by consensus.  He also informed the Commission that the tax sale list is posted on the county website, but no sale date has been scheduled yet.  He also submitted financing proposals for the 2009 CAT excavator from First National Bank in Fredonia with an interest rate of 3.25% and First Neodesha Bank with an interest rate of 2.65%.

ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Richardson to approve the financing for the 2009 CAT excavator in the amount of $132,500.00 for 5 year with a 2.65% interest rate and lease purchase agreement from First Neodesha Bank.  Commissioner Walker seconded the motion, and the motion carried.  Commissioner Lair abstained from voting on the motion.

OTHER BUSINESS: 
1. Approved warrants in the amount of $204,215.01.
2. The Commission discussed and respectfully denied the request from Bill Gillen to move from part-time to full-time due to budgetary reasons.
3. The Commission appointed by consensus Kris Marple as voting delegate to the KAC annual conference in Wichita on October 29-31, 2013.
