He also presented two estimates to replace five overhead doors at the 
County shop from Independence Overhead Door in the amount of $31,250.00, and Aaxcel 
Overhead Doors in the amount of $26,987.00.  He also presented a right-of-way permit for Kyle 
Jantz for road ditch work and culvert installation. 
 
 ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Scott to approve the estimate from 
 Aaxcel Overhead Doors in the amount of $26,987.00 as presented, which will be paid 
 from the ARPA Fund.  Commissioner Miller seconded the motion, and the motion 
 carried. 
 
 ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Scott to approve the ROW permit for 
 Kyle Jantz as presented.  Commissioner Miller seconded the motion, and the motion 
 carried.
