SHERIFF’S REPORT:

Dan Bath, Sheriff, Kirk Hartnett, Corrections Administrator and Madeleine Hartnett, Office Administrator presented their weekly report. The following items were discussed: jail population, 50 inmates, 17 from Sedgwick County, 1 from Montgomery County, 1 from Chautauqua County, overtime and budget.  They also presented to the Commission a projected expense/income estimate for the Sheriff’s department budget for the remainder of the year, which showed a projected deficit of approximately $32,000.  It was noted that with the decrease in overtime, increase in Sedgwick County inmates, and finding ways to cut expenses, that the deficit was not as much as previously reported.  Also discussed was a FLSA opinion stating that corrections officers can be considered as law enforcement officers under the FLSA in regards to how overtime is calculated and paid.
