PRAIRIE TOWNSHIP TRUSTEE:

ACTION:  A motion was made by Commissioner Lambert to appoint Wayne Porter as Prairie Township Trustee for the 2012-2016 term. Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, motion carried.

INDIGENT DEFENSE CONTRACT:

A 2013 Indigent Defense contract renewal was received from Kerry Holyoak for the same amount as 2012 for consideration.  No other proposals were received.

ACTION:  A motion was made by Commissioner Lambert to approve the FY2013 Indigent Defense contract with Kerry Holyoak for $5,400.00 a month. Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, motion carried.

HEALTH DEPARTMENT REPORT:

Todd Durham, Health Dept. Administrator presented his weekly report. The following items were discussed: work list for the Environmental Specialist and health issues within the County.  He also submitted an application to update the authorized persons on the credit card account.
ACTION:  A motion was made by Commissioner Lambert to appoint the Chairman of the Board and Todd Durham, Health Dept. Administrator as authorized persons on the credit card account. Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, motion carried.

NOXIOUS WEED REPORT:

Steve Finley, Noxious Weed Controller showed the Commission the areas that he had sprayed this year. He also presented the Commission with a new proposal with a $2,500.00 increase for 2013.
ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioners Lambert to renew the Noxious Weed contract with the increase from $10,400.00 to $12,900.00 for 2013 with Steve Finley, d.b.a. Finley’s Lawn Care. Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, motion carried.

COUNTY HEALTH INSURANCE RENEWAL:

Dick Osterbuhr, with PHS/Coventry Health Care presented the health insurance renewal for the FY2013 with a 2% increase for the same coverage as 2012.  He also discussed different options for the flexible spending health savings account.
ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Lambert to renew the 2013 County health insurance plan with PHS/Coventry Health Care with a 2% increase and to authorize Kris Marple to sign the insurance contract. Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, motion carried.

COORDINATOR’S REPORT:

Kris Marple, County Coordinator, presented the Commission with the population changes of each Commission district according to the 2010 census.  Due to minimal population decreases, the Commission agreed by consensus not to change Commission district boundaries.  He also presented the Commission with the proposed Transient Guest Tax fund distribution, which was approved by consensus.  He also discussed with the Commission recent EMC insurance claim settlements.
