ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Richardson to approve a wage increase for Jessica Munds of $1.00 from $9.50 to $10.50 effective March 4, 2013 due to additional duties. Commissioner Lair seconded the motion, and the motion carried.  
ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Lair to approve  wage increases for Correction Officers David Dillinger of 43 cents from $10.07 to $10.50 and Joshua Curry of 50 cents from $10.00 to $10.50 effective March 4, 2013 due to the new starting wage for correction officers. Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, and the motion carried.
