ROAD & BRIDGE DEPT. REPORT:

He also informed that the CAT motor grader repairs have been finished, and a rock truck turbo has been repaired.  He also discussed damage to the low-water bridge on Kingman, North of K-39.  He also presented a quote from Sellers Tractor for a ditch mower in the amount of $21,500.00, and is waiting on a quote from Murphy Tractor.  He requested to approve the quote for recycling the old asphalt millings due to that he is planning the asphalt repairs on Buxton Rd, also on 12th St near Neodesha, and also on 300 Rd & Harper Rd.

BANK FINANCING RATE BIDS:

The bids were as follows:  Community National Bank & Trust offered 2.39% fixed rate for 5 years, and First Neodesha Bank offered 2.40% fixed rate for 5 years.
