COORDINATOR’S REPORT:

Kris Marple, County Coordinator, discussed on behalf of the County Treasurer unused funds of Clifton Township in the amount of $3.51.  As advised by the County Auditor, it is recommended that the Commission accept the unused funds and deposit them into the County General Fund, and close the Clifton Township account.

Sheriff Dan Bath, Kirk Hartnett, Corrections Supervisor and Mike Micus, Deputy presented their weekly report. The following items were discussed; jail inmate population log of 55 inmates consisting of 10 inmates from Sedgwick County, 1 inmate from Montgomery County, 1 inmate from Chautauqua County and 1 for the City of Fredonia.  They also gave an update on the cattle situation and gave an update on the missing person case.  It was noted that there was no overtime in corrections or field deputies, and that the current Sheriff’s budget was 105..09% spent which equates to $62,429.00 over budget.
