WILSON COUNTY, KANSAS
 OFFICIAL MINUTES

November 28, 2011
The Board of County Commissioners, three members, and Kris Marple, County Coordinator met in regular session at 3:00 p.m. in the Commission room. Rhonda Willard, County Clerk was absent.
**********

CALL TO ORDER: Commissioner Walker called the meeting to order.

INVOCATION: Commissioner Walker gave the invocation.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE: Commissioner Walker led the flag salute.

**********
MINUTES:
ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Lambert to approve the minutes of November 21st and this week’s agenda as presented. Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, and the motion carried.
**********
RURAL OPPORTUNITY ZONES:

The Commission discussed an article in the Neodesha Derrick & Wilson County Citizen regarding Rural Opportunity Zone designations.  The Commission wanted to clarify that Wilson County is already designated as a Rural Opportunity Zone by the State, but the decision to opt-in to the student loan reimbursement program is still being discussed.

WESTAR ENERGY:

Commissioner Walker informed the Commission that Westar Energy has agreed to move their utility poles out of the county’s right-of-way on 700 Rd. and to obtain a private easement with the adjacent land-owner.  The Commission instructed that a Resolution be drafted implementing an electric utility permitting process for a county right-of-way easement.

31st JUDICIAL DISTRICT COMMUNITY CORRECTIONS/JJA ADMINISTRATIVE COUNTY:
Phil Young, CC/JJA Director & Mary Tucker, Assistant CC/JJA Director presented an Interlocal Agreement & Resolution #944 to designate Wilson County as the administrative county for the 31st Judicial District Community Corrections & Juvenile Justice Authority programs for 5 years starting in 2012 and rotating the designation with the other counties in the district every 5 years.
ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Lambert to approve Resolution #944 and the Interlocal Agreement as presented.  Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

ROAD & BRIDGE DEPARTMENT REPORT:

Dave Parker, Road & Bridge Supervisor introduced Shawn Parker, Benedict Mayor who presented a letter of request for county assistance for street repair and to replace two culverts within the City of Benedict.  It was noted that in the past the county has provided labor & equipment for third class cities, but the cities paid for the materials.  The Commission discussed providing up to $2,500.00 per third class city in the county to assist with materials on a one time basis.


ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Lambert to approve up to $2,500.00 per third class city to assist with materials on a one time basis and to continue to provide labor & equipment on a case by case basis but must be requested in writing by the city.  Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, and the motion carried.
Also discussed was the jurisdiction of Hannah Myers Street in the City of Benedict.  The Commission agreed to maintain it on an annual basis.

HEALTH DEPARTMENT REPORT:
Todd Durham, Health Department Administrator, submitted a list of interested parties invited to the informational sanitation code meeting on December 13th at 6:00 p.m. in the Courthouse basement meeting room.  The three Commissioners will be in attendance.  Todd also reported on the flu shot clinic at Altoona-Midway schools, and that 36 immunizations were administered.  He also announced that homemaker interviews will begin in January.

CITY OF ALTOONA REQUEST FOR ASSISTANCE:

Pat Bonner, Altoona City Councilwoman, requested assistance for repairs to streets & alleys within the City of Altoona.  The Commission agreed to provide up to $2,500.00 for materials, but asked for a written request of their plan.
**********
SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT REPORT:

Dan Bath, Sheriff, Bill Green, Undersheriff and Madeleine Hartnett, Office Manager presented the jail inmate population log of 59 inmates consisting of 15 inmates from Sedgwick County, 1 inmate from Montgomery County, 1 inmate from Chautauqua County, and 2 inmates from the City of Fredonia.  They also reported that checks were received from Sedgwick County in the amount of $21,420.00 and the City of Neodesha in the amount of $60.00.  They also presented purchase orders #2011-01 & #2011-02 for vehicles services totaling $101.95, which were both approved by consensus.  They also submitted their payroll reduction plan for December as follows:
All employees with the exception of hourly employees in corrections will take one full shift off for each pay period.  There are 2.5 pay periods in December which will result in everybody taking off 2.5 days without pay.  This will result in a payroll reduction of $7,784.35.

The Commission expressed their appreciation & commended them for their effort.  It was noted that as of 11-28-11 the Sheriff’s budget was 102.35% spent, and corrections had 128.75 hours of overtime which totaled $1,985.66 in the latest pay period ending 11-26-11.

HEALTH INSURANCE RENEWAL:

Dick Osterbuhr presented the Delta Dental insurance renewal for 2012 with no increase in premium, and allowing the addition of children up to age 26 with no added cost.


ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Lambert to approve the Delta Dental insurance renewal as presented.  Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

Dick also informed the Commission that requests for proposals have been sent to Trustmark, United Healthcare, Blue Cross/Blue Shield, and Benefit Management.  He will present the proposals received along with the Preferred Health Systems renewal & flex account balances for discussion at the Commission meeting next Monday.

911 DISPATCH DIRECTOR:

Bambie Rimel, 911 Dispatch Director applicant & 911 Advisory Board recommendation for appointment met with the Commission for an applicant interview.

ACTION: At 5:30 p.m. a motion was made by Commissioner Lambert to recess to executive session for 15 minutes to discuss matters of non-elected personnel pertaining to an interview with the Commission, Kris Marple and Bambie Rimel present.  Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

The regular meeting resumed at 5:45 p.m. with the following action taken:
ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Lambert to appoint Bambie Rimel as 911 Director effective December 12th at an annual salary of $29,700.00 to be reviewed after her 6-month introductory period.  Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

Bambie accepted the appointment and the Commission expressed their congratulations.

COORDINATOR’S REPORT:

Kris Marple, County Coordinator, presented a letter of support for the Coordination Transit District #10’s KDOT grant application request, which was approved by consensus.  He also submitted Resolution #943 for approval.
**********
RESOLUTION #943:

The Commission reviewed Resolution #943 establishing the Wilson County 911 Fund and rescinding Resolution #540 that enacted the $0.75 county 911 tax.  The new state 911 tax will be $0.53 and becomes effective January 1, 2012.
ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Lambert to approve Resolution #943 as presented.  Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

OTHER BUSINESS:

1. Reports received: jail inmate log and Noxious Weed fee report.
2. Rick Brown, Emergency Manager, submitted information pertaining to upcoming seminars & recent trainings.
3. Approved warrants in the amount of $61,021.87 and payroll in the amount of $75,218.61.
