The Board of County Commissioners, Kris Marple, County Coordinator, and Dan Bath Sheriff met in special session at 2:00 p.m. at the LEC for the purpose of touring the jail facility.

CALL TO ORDER: Commissioner Walker called the meeting to order.

It was noted that the amount is their average three-year salary including overtime, therefore it would not be an increase in pay, and would give them flexibility in their work schedules.
Sheriff Bath also submitted a letter from Wyandotte County Sheriff stating that they respectively would not reinstate housing prisoners in Wilson County at this time.

The Commission thanked Sheriff Bath and his staff for the tour and commended them on how clean & orderly the facility is maintained.
