ROAD & BRIDGE DEPT. REPORT:

Josh Anderson, Road & Bridge Supervisor submitted the weekly activity & repair/service summary reports.  

He also informed that the concrete forms on purple wave were up to $14,000.00 and would not be able to purchase.  He also discussed taking old tires to Kansasland to sell for recaps, chip & sealing Jade Rd. and working on 900 Rd. He also presented the options from EMC Insurance for the wrecked Mack semi and Ranco trailer.
 ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Walker to take EMC insurance option 1 for the Mack semi and option 2 for the Ranco trailer for a total of $57,010.00. Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, motion carried.

HEALTH DEPT.  REPORT:

Todd Durham, Health Dept. Administrator discussed the opening of the WIC Program dietitian and if Wilson County would want to be the Administrator of the new dietitian for a 5 county area.  The Commission tabled the proposal until the next meeting.  He also discussed measles and flu outbreak with the Commission.

SHERIFF’S REPORT:
Sheriff Pete Figgins and Undersheriff Dana Moodie requested to replace the heating and air unit in the lobby of the LEC, which is no longer feasible to repair.  They submitted a quote in the amount of $2,720.00 from A-1 Electric.
ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Richardson to approve the purchase of a heating & air unit from A-1 Electric for $2,720.00. Commissioner Walker seconded the motion, motion carried.
