CALL TO ORDER: Commissioner Lair called the meeting to order.

INVOCATION: Commissioner Walker gave the invocation.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE: Commissioner Lair led the flag salute.

MINUTES:

ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Richardson to approve the agenda as amended, and approve the minutes of October 19, 2015 as presented.  Commissioner Walker seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

1025 ROAD:

Jeanean Wright, Connie Noel and William Coltrain further expressed their concerns to the Commission about altering 1025 Road from an asphalt road to a gravel road.  The Commissioners informed them that they viewed the road and the consensus was that it will remain a gravel at the present time.  It was noted that the September 28, 2015 minutes erroneously stated Pratt Road instead of 1025 Road.

ROAD & BRIDGE DEPT.  REPORT:

Kary Tatum, Road & Bridge Foreman, submitted the weekly activity & repair/service summary reports, and motor grader logs.  He also presented an employee application, the Commissioners asked him to conduct an interview.  He also presented a right-of-way permit for Lake Shore Operating, LLC for approval. He also reported that the motor graders will start grading the portions of roads with dust control, and will start spreading out the windrows for winter.  He also inquired about the unused asphalt millings left over from the US-400 overlay project.  He also stated that he is interested in the road & bridge supervisor position.  Kris Marple submitted a right-of-way permit for Johnson Construction.
ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Walker to approve the right-of-way permit for Lake Shore Operating, LLC as presented.  Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

INTERIM ROAD & BRIDGE SUPERVISOR:

ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Walker to accept the resignation of Josh 
Anderson as road & bridge supervisor effective October 20, 2015.  Commissioner Richardson 
seconded the motion, and the motion carried.
ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Richardson to appoint Kary Tatum as Interim Road & Bridge Supervisor for a 90-day period, and to increase his pay wage rate from $14.10 per hour to $17.10 per hour effective October 26, 2015, and with the option of returning to road & bridge foreman/motor grader operator. Commissioner Lair seconded the motion, and the motion carried 2-1.  Commissioner Walker dissented due to that he wanted to open the position for applications.

HEALTH DEPT. REPORT:

Todd Durham, Health Dept. Administrator, informed that one of the refrigerators for storing vaccines had failed over the weekend at the Health Department, and requested to replace both refrigerators at the Health Department with pharmaceutical grade refrigerators in the amount of $6,465.00 from Labco, delivered and installed.
ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Walker to approve the purchase as requested in the amount of $6,465.00. Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

SHERIFF’S DEPT. REPORT:

Undersheriff Dana Moodie, presented a quote from Marmic to flush the LEC fire system as required by a recent inspection in the amount of $7,403.10, and a quote from McDaniel in the amount of $9,340.00.
ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Richardson to approve the quote of $7,403.10 from Mamric unless a lower price can be negotiated.  Commissioner Walker seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

COORDINATOR’S REPORT:

Kris Marple, County Coordinator, presented an Attorney General’s opinion against designating an entire County as a Neighborhood Revitalization Zone.  He also presented a revised quote for a new refuse trailer for the landfill from Wilkens Trailers in the amount of $68,359.33.  He also submitted a request from the City of Neodesha to waive the landfill fees for the debris from the Task Force 4 Tornado exercise, which was approved by consensus.

ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Richardson to approve the purchase of the 
refuse trailer in the amount of $68,359.33 unless a lower price can be negotiated.  Commissioner 
Walker seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

OTHER BUSINESS:
1. Pat Tubbs expressed interest in the road & bridge supervisor position.

2. Approved warrants in the amount of $104,873.73 and payroll in the amount of $111,923.72.
