COORDINATOR’S REPORT:

Kris Marple, County Coordinator, presented a contract with 360 Energy Engineers for energy improvements & cost savings.  He also presented an agreement with Air Power Consultants for UPS battery maintenance at 911 Dispatch.
ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Walker to approve 360 Energy Engineers contract for upgrading plumbing at the Courthouse and plumbing & lighting at the Law Enforcement Center. Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Richardson to approve the maintenance agreement with Air Power Consultants for the UPS backup batteries at 911 Dispatch. Commissioner Walker seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

3. John Weatherby amended his original request to $3,500.00 for reimbursement due to his septic tank failure that was approved by the Health Dept.

ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Richardson to reimburse John Weatherby $3,000.00 for the septic tank failure due to the soil type. Commissioner Walker seconded the motion, and the motion carried.
