The Board of County Commissioners, three members, Rhonda Willard, County Clerk and Kris Marple, County Coordinator met in regular session at 3:00 p.m. in the Commission room.

CALL TO ORDER: Commissioner Walker called the meeting to order.

INVOCATION: Commissioner Walker gave the invocation.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE: Commissioner Walker led the flag salute.

MINUTES:
ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Richardson to approve the minutes of May 21, 2012 as presented and the meeting agenda as presented. Commissioner Lambert seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

EXECUTIVE SESSION:

ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Richardson to recess to Executive Session for 10 minutes at 3:04 p.m. and return at 3:14 p.m. to discuss matters of non-elected personnel pertaining to employee performance with Kris Marple, Coordinator present.  Commissioner Lambert seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

Returned to regular session at 3:14 p.m. with no action taken.

MAINTAINANCE DEPARTMENT REPORT:

Nick Lewis, Maintenance Supervisor discussed sidewalk curb cut in front of the Health Department, it was decided to take them out when putting in the new sidewalk due to it serving no ADA purpose. He also discussed taking out the flower beds around the clock tower which are falling down which was agreed to for safety reasons and may be reconstructed in the future.

ROAD & BRIDGE DEPARTMENT:

Dave Parker, Road & Bridge Supervisor, presented his weekly report. The following items were discussed: repairs on equipment and placing ads in newspaper for heavy equipment operator with CDL to replace Thomas Florez who is retiring.
Wayne Gudmonson with KDOT presented the Commissioners with an Unofficial Detour Agreement to provide AB-3, material only, to repair Co Rd 1000 from Reno Rd to Anderson Rd and dust control for 19 houses, 6 houses on Co Rd 1000, 9 houses on Co Rd 1200, 2 houses on Thomas Rd, 2 houses on Udall Rd.
 ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Lambert to approve the Unofficial Detour Agreement with KDOT to reimburse the County for dust control for 19 houses and gravel for 1000 Rd from Reno to Anderson Rd. Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, motion carried.

Marcus Leck discussed safety concerns he has on traveling the County gravel roads.  He expressed his disagreement with grading a gravel road in dry conditions.
Don Goins with Murphy Tractor Company introduced himself to the Commission.

HEALTH DEPARTMENT REPORT:
Todd Durham, Health Administrator presented his FY2013 budget request. He also requested wage increases for Marsha Loflin and Destany Helton due to additional responsibilities.

ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Lambert to approve a wage increase of $0.18 per hour for Marsha Loftin and $0.33 per hour for Destany Helton.  Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

SHERIFF OFFICE:

Dan Bath, Sheriff and Kirk Hartnett, Corrections Administrator presented their weekly report. The following items were discussed: jail inmate population of 50, 3 inmates from Sedgwick Co.,1 inmate from Montgomery Co., 1 inmate from Chautauqua Co. and 2 inmates from Fredonia City, the new trucks and the shooting range.  They also presented three requests for pay increases for corrections officers.  The Commission respectively denied the requests due to that the officers have not completed their respective 6-month introductory periods.

CORRECTIONS OFFICERS:

A group of Corrections Officers discussed with the Commissioners their wages being below what they thought were sufficient for the type of work and their dissatisfaction with the county health insurance plan. They also discussed the liability of having to hand out meds to inmates.  The Commission took the matter under advisement.

COORDINATOR’S REPORT:

Kris Marple, County Coordinator, discussed concealed carry, Harrison Cemetery, and reported that the vehicle purchased for the county from Kansas Federal/State Surplus Property was acquired on Friday, June 1st.  He also noted that Terry Lyons started today as Emergency Management Coordinator.

OTHER BUSINESS:

1. Reports received: jail log, Civil process papers, Road & Bridge, Coordinator, Attorney, Appraiser’s, GIS, Health, Sheriff and Clerk’s fees report.
2. Tom Hearne, Thanks Program presented a financial update to the Commissioners.
3. Approved warrants in the amount of $255,324.35 and payroll of $83,591.17.
