Todd also informed them that he had completed the Project 17 training.  Bill also gave an update of environmental cases that he’s working on.

NEODESHA INDUSTRIAL COMMISSION:
Drew Johnson with the Neodesha Industrial Commission requested that Wilson County partner with the Neodesha Industrial Commission and the City of Neodesha to asphalt a portion of Tank Road South of the Neodesha Business Park for economic development purposes.  The estimate was $28,800.00 and the request to the County was for $12,500.00
ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Lair to partner with the Neodesha Industrial Commission and the City of Neodesha to asphalt a portion of Tank Road, not to exceed $12,500.00. Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, motion carried.

WILSON COUNTY FY2014 PROPOSED BUDGET:
ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Lair to approve the proposed Wilson County FY2014 budget with no increase in the mill levy, and scheduling the budget hearing for September 9th @ 5pm. Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, motion carried. The levy will remain at 63 mills based on a valuation of $78,967,094.

Kris Marple, County Coordinator, presented a tonnage & cost estimate for waiving the landfill disposal fees for the Fredonia Pool Project.  The Commissioners agreed by consensus to reimburse the City for fees not exceeding $6,500.00.
