HEALTH DEPT.  REPORT:

Todd Durham, Health Dept. Administrator and Linda Lee, RN informed the Commission that the drive thru flu clinic would be October 9th and they would be providing flu vaccinations to the schools in October. Todd also presented the WIC contract for 2016 in the amount of $126,196.00 for approval and that his department would be participating in the upcoming Fredonia Regional Hospital’s bed races.
ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Walker to approve the WIC contract for 2016 in the amount of $126,196.00. Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

360 ENERGY ENGINEERS:

Joe Hurla & Justin Pape, 360 Energy Engineers, discussed and presented the cost of the proposals for a new roof for the Courthouse. The lowest bid was in the amount of $288,864.00, which was $38,864.00 over the projected amount. The Commission requested Mr. Hurla to see if he could get the price closer to $250,000.00.  After Mr. Hurla contacted the contractor, they counter-offered $279,978.00.
ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Walker to approve the replacing the Courthouse roof in the amount of $279,978.00.  Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

SHERIFF’S REPORT:

Sheriff Pete Figgins reported that the 5-year fire inspection proposal with McDaniel Company Fire Protection was required by the State Fire Marshall.  He also informed the Commission that the black Ford Explorer had been damaged due to collision with a deer.
ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Walker to approve the 5-year fire inspection proposal with McDaniel Company Fire Protection for $5,335.89. Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Walker pursuant to K.S.A. 12-520c, that the County find and determine that the annexation of such land will not hinder or prevent the proper growth and development of the area of that of any other incorporated city located within such County.  Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, and the motion carried.
