ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Richardson to approve the minutes of January 5, 2015 as presented and the meeting agenda as presented.  Commissioner Walker seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

RESOLUTION #2015-001:

ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Richardson to approve Resolution #2015-001 as presented, appointing Jessica Porter as County Appraiser, and submitting the Resolution to the Kansas Division of Property Valuation.  Commissioner Lair seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

2015 CHAIRMAN & VICE CHAIRMAN

ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Walker to re-elect Casey Lair as Chairman, and Jim Richardson as Vice Chairman of the Commission for 2015.  Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

ROAD & BRIDGE DEPT. REPORT:

Josh Anderson, Road & Bridge Supervisor submitted the weekly activity & repair/service summary reports.  He also discussed bridge work at 1300 & Quinter Rd, brush work, and replacing road signage.  He also presented quotes for a new tire balance & repair machine.  The Commissioners approved by consensus the purchase of bridge forms on Purple Wave not to exceed $5,000.00.
ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Walker to approve the purchase of a tire balance & repair machine from the Derek Weaver Company in the amount of $2,745.00, and to mandate that all county vehicle tire maintenance & oil changes be performed at the Road & Bridge Dept.  Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

HEALTH DEPT. REPORT:

Todd Durham, Health Dept. Administrator, demonstrated a health display for the CHIP program to the Commission.  He also reported on the local Biggest Loser contest sponsored by the Fredonia Chamber & TAG.  He also gave an update on influenza in Kansas and the new Bourbon virus, which originated in Bourbon County.  He also informed that he will be attending the Kids Count breakfast on Jan. 27th.

2015 NOXIOUS WEED AGREEMENT:

Steve Finley, Noxious Weed Controller, met with the Commission to propose the 2015 Noxious Weed agreement the same as 2014.
ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Walker to approve the 2015 Noxious Weed agreement in the amount of $12,900.00, the same as 2014.  Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

CORRECTIONS DEPT. REPORT:
Dana Moodie, Undersheriff, presented quotes for a new jail control board system.  The quotes were as follows: Creative Technologies - $103,184.00, Sydaptic - $77,145.20, and CI3 - $44,686.00.  It was noted that the County General fund will pay for the new system, and out-of-county inmate housing fees will reimburse the General fund.
ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Walker to approve the purchase from CI3 in the amount of $44,686.00.  Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

COORDINATOR’S REPORT:

Kris Marple, County Coordinator, discussed a request from John Mustain to pasture the old landfill property on Quinter Rd.  Due to that KDHE does not recommend it, and that there would be several regulatory requirements, the Commission decided by consensus to not allow the property to be pastured.

ACTION: At 3:47 a motion was made by Commissioner Walker to recess to executive session for 5 minutes to discuss matters of non-elected personnel pertaining to employee performance with Kris Marple present.  Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, and the motion carried.
