COURTHOUSE ADA SIDEWALKS PROJECT:
Nick Lewis, Maintenance Supervisor and Vaughn Koehn discussed added expense to the East side of the square sidewalk, curb & gutter. Mr. Koehn requested an extra $2,420.00 due to unforeseen circumstances. He also said that Breezy Acres will be donating landscaping for the Courthouse lawn.
ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Richardson to approve an additional $2,420.00 to the ADA sidewalk project.  Commissioner Lambert seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT:

Bill Green, Undersheriff and Kirk Hartnett, Corrections Administrator presented their weekly report. The following items were discussed: jail inmate population of 51, 3 inmates from Sedgwick Co., 1 inmate from Montgomery Co., and 1 inmate from Fredonia City, training for correction officers to pass out meds and the shooting range.  A group of Correction Officers returned to ask the Commissioners about their wages proposal and other work related matters.  The Commission tabled the request until the FY2013 budget preparation is complete.

TREASURER’S DEPARTMENT:

Annette Cranmer, Treasurer and the employees of the Treasurer’s office discussed overtime hours that had been adjusted from their time sheets.  The Commission advised that the matter will be looked into, but it was most likely due to the policy that holiday pay is not counted for the purposes of overtime.  Annette also requested that anytime approved time sheets are adjusted that the department head and employees are notified.  The Commission agreed.

COORDINATOR’S REPORT:

Kris Marple, County Coordinator, discussed the Thanks Program payroll for May in the amount of $5,950.00 that wasn’t paid due to lack of available funds.  The Commission approved by consensus to advance $5,000.00 from the Service for the Elderly Fund until the remaining funds can be distributed.  It was noted that the advance was not an increase in funding.  He also presented the 2012-13 appraisal contract with McCully & Associates in the amount of $19,800.00, which is the same as the current
