The Commission discussed prioritizing roads that needed road grading & maintenance since the recent flash floods.  They also discussed mowing only intersections instead of ditches on roads adjacent to native grassland.  Mike Schoenecker further discussed 2100 & Wichita Rd with the Commission.  It was agreed to repair the road, but the Commission agreed by consensus that it was cost prohibitive to build a new culvert estimated in excess of $35,000.00, and without an hydro-engineering study.
