The Board of County Commissioners, three members, Rhonda Willard, County Clerk and Kris Marple, County Coordinator, met in regular session at 2:00 p.m. in the Commission room.

CALL TO ORDER: Commissioner Walker called the meeting to order.

INVOCATION: Commissioner Walker gave the invocation.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE: Commissioner Walker led the flag salute.

MINUTES:
ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Richardson to approve the minutes of April 1, 2013 as presented and the meeting agenda as amended.  Commissioner Lair seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

ROAD & BRIDGE DEPARTMENT REPORT:

Josh Anderson, new Road & Bridge Supervisor, Dave Parker, former Road & Bridge Supervisor and Bradley Diehl, Assistant Supervisor, submitted the weekly activity & repair/service summary reports.  The following items were discussed: new trucks, blacktopping and selling surplus junk.
ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Richardson to approve right-of-way permit for Centurylink in Center Twp.  Commissioner Lair seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

EXECUTIVE SESSION:

ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Lair to recess to Executive Session at 2:35 p.m. for 5 minutes to discuss matters of non-elected personnel pertaining to employee performance with Dave Parker and Kris Marple, Coordinator present.  Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, and the motion carried.  The regular session resumed at 2:40 p.m. with the following action taken:  The Commission reminded that all accidents involving personnel and/or property damage shall be reported to them, and an incident report filed by the Sheriff’s Dept. as well as documentation submitted to the respective employee personnel file.  The Commission also agreed by consensus to deny a claim from Westar Energy in the amount of $382.00 for power line damage.

NOXIOUS WEED REPORT:

Steve Finley, Noxious Weed Controller presented the the 2012 Wilson County Noxious Weed Report summary for signature to turn in to the State.

ACITON: A motion was made by Commissioner Jim Richardson to approve Noxious Weed contract with Steve Finley doing business as Finley Lawn Care for $12,900.00 for FY2013. Commissioner Lair seconded the motion, motion carried.

SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT REPORT:
Undersheriff Dana Moodie discussed a bill from Warren Reynolds Plumbing that was taken out of wrong fund. He also discussed operations at the Law Enforcement Center and vehicle repairs.

911 DISPATCH EPORT:

Bambie Rimel, 911 Dispatch Director discussed the PowerWare UPS battery back-up system with the Commission. She also submitted the following pay increases for consideration.  It was noted that part-time dispatcher Todd Ballard was resigning, and would not be replaced.
ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Lair to approve a pay increase for Jennifer Reyes from $10.61to $11.11 per hour due to completion of her introductory period in 2009, but was never received, effective April 14th.  Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Richardson to approve a pay increase for Sharon Ogle from $11.19 to $11.69 per hour due to an increase in duties, effective April 14th.  Commissioner Lair seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Richardson to approve a pay increase for Stephanie Lour from $11.40 to $11.90 per hour due to an increase in duties, effective April 14th.  Commissioner Lair seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

COORDINATOR’S REPORT:

Kris Marple, County Coordinator, further discussed with the Commission increasing the working hours for the Environmental Specialist.  The Commission agreed by consensus to increase the hours from 26 to 30 per week.  He also discussed cost estimates for repair versus replacement of the PowerWare UPS battery back-up system for 911 Dispatch.  He also presented the EMC insurance policy renewal for 2013-14 in the amount of $215,639.00, which is an increase of $20,000.00 from 2012-13.
ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Richardson to approve the replacement of the 2002 PoweWare UPS system with a new 2013 PowerWare UPS system for 911 Dispatch, in an amount not to exceed $25,000.00.  Commissioner Lair seconded the motion, and the motion carried.
ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Lair to approve the EMC insurance policy renewal for 2013-14 as presented.  Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, and the motion carried.
