CALL TO ORDER: Commissioner Walker called the meeting to order.

MAINTENANCE DEPARTMENT REPORT:

Nick Lewis, Courthouse Maintenance Supervisor, discussed with the Commission concrete repairs needed to the steps at the South entrance to the Courthouse, and requested to get estimates for installing ADA compliant hand rails at the North, South & East entrances.  The Commission agreed by consensus to get estimates for the two projects.

ROAD & BRIDGE DEPARTMENT REPORT:

Dave Parker, Road & Bridge Supervisor, submitted the weekly activity & repair/service summary reports.  He also discussed with the Commission the purchase of a 2010 John Deere tractor with a 2013 Tiger mower.  It was also noted that Josh Anderson’s first day as Road & Bridge Supervisor would be April 8th as well as Bradley Diehl’s promotion to Assistant Road & Bridge Supervisor.
