He also informed the Commission that the Wilson County Interagency Coalition is hosting a community discussion on April 17th regarding concerns of K-2, fake bath salts, and sexting.

He also informed the Commission that the recent snow storms did not qualify enough for KDEM/FEMA reimbursement to the County.  He also submitted four applications for Road & Bridge Supervisor for review.  The Commission will interview the four applicants on March 25th.  He also discussed the following pay increases with the Commission.
ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Richardson to approve a wage increase for Sierra Schinstock of $0.50 per hour from $8.75 to $9.25 effective March 4, 2013 due to completion of her introductory period. Commissioner Lair seconded the motion, and the motion carried.  

ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Richardson to approve wage adjustments for Correction Officers Ryan Shank of $0.75 per hour from $12.00 to $11.25 and Daniel McMurray of $1.00 per hour from $11.00 to $12.00 effective March 4, 2013 due to a change in their duties. Commissioner Lair seconded the motion, and the motion carried.
