COORDINATOR’S REPORT:

Kris Marple, County Coordinator, informed the Commission that pictures had been taken & submitted to the Corp. of Engineers back in January of the concrete dumped along the river banks on Bethal Rd near Neodesha.  The Corp. advised that it is permissible as long as it doesn’t obstruct the river flow, and that they will continue to inspect it periodically.  He also submitted a request to relocate the antenna tower from the Health Dept. to the South Mound for the use of Emergency Management & Fredonia Fire Dept. which was approved by consensus.  He also presented a contract with Larsen & Associates to conduct the Limited Kansas Risk-Based Corrective Action at the 1997 petroleum spill site on the County Road & Bridge Shop property.  He also presented a quit claim deed for High Drive, LLC to transfer a 1928 easement.
ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Richardson to approve the contract with Larsen & Associates Inc in the amount of $14,536.30 which will be paid by KDHE. Commissioner Lair seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Richardson to approve the quit claim deed to High Drive LLC. Commissioner Lair seconded the motion, and the motion carried.
