The Board of County Commissioners, three members, and Kris Marple, County Coordinator, met in regular session at 2:00 p.m. in the Commission room.  Rhonda Willard, County Clerk, was absent.

CALL TO ORDER: Commissioner Walker called the meeting to order.

INVOCATION: Commissioner Walker gave the invocation.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE: Commissioner Walker led the flag salute.

MINUTES:
ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Richardson to approve the minutes of May 20, 2013 as presented and the meeting agenda as presented.  Commissioner Lair seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

ROAD & BRIDGE DEPARTMENT REPORT:

Josh Anderson, Road & Bridge Supervisor and Brad Diehl, Asst. Supervisor, submitted the weekly activity & repair/service summary reports.  The Commission approved by consensus right-of-way permits for JB Oil, and M&M Services LLC, and tabled two permits from Post Rock until further information is obtained.  The Commission also approved by consensus hiring two employees to fill vacancies.  The Commission also approved by consensus a request for rock on 700 Rd, east of Trego Rd.  They discussed the possibility of haying county right-of-way, but will get information from KDOT before a final decision is made.  They also discussed cleaning the ditch at 4th & Carolina near Neodesha.  They announced that a road groom demo will be scheduled in the near future, and reminded that the department started their 4 days/10 hours per week schedule.  They further discussed the wet kit for the back-up landfill truck, the original quote was misquoted, and the new quote is approximately $3,000.00.
ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Lair to approve the purchase of the wet kit in an amount not to exceed $3,000.00 to be paid from the landfill fund.  Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

APPRAISER’S REPORT:
Terry Henning, County Appraiser, presented preliminary valuation statistics to the Commission that will be certified to the County Clerk for preparation of the FY2014 budget.  They also discussed his upcoming contract renewal.  He also submitted bids for a new printer.

ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Richardson to approve the purchase of a new printer from Digital Connections in an amount not to exceed $2,100.00.  Commissioner Lair seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

Chief Judge Daniel Creitz, District Judge David Rogers, and Clerk of Court Janel Downey presented the Wilson County District Court budget request for FY2014 to the Commission.

EXECUTIVE SESSION:
ACTION: At 3:50 p.m. a motion was made by Commissioner Lair to recess to executive session for 10 minutes to discuss security measures pertaining to concealed carry with Judge Creitz, Judge Rogers, Janel Downey and Kris Marple present. Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, and the motion carried.  Regular session resumed at 4:00 p.m. with no action taken.

SHERIFF’S REPORT:
Pete Figgins, Sheriff & Undersheriff Dana Moodie informed the Commission that the new protective vests & new lawn mower had arrived, and the new Chevy Tahoe has been ordered.  They also discussed their department credit card limit and requested an increase.  The Commission approved by consensus to increase the limit from $1,500.00 to $2,500.00.  They also requested a $0.50 per hour pay increase for Deputy Monty Magner due to the minimum deputy starting wage is $12.50.  The Commission approved by consensus the pay increase from $12.00 to $12.50 effective June 10th.  They also informed the Commission that Ryan Shank resigned from Corrections and has been replaced by Ryan Shirk. The Commission commended the Sheriff on the apprehension of the high speed chase suspect on Saturday.

COORDINATOR’S REPORT:

Kris Marple, County Coordinator, discussed the proposed right-of-way permit fee schedule from Shafer, Kline & Warren with the Commission.  He also discussed the new concealed carry law effective July 1st.  The Commission agreed by consensus not to apply for a four year exemption from the law.  He also submitted a transfer of property agreement acceptance of Homeland Security Grant Equipment with the North Central Regional Planning Commission for the Phase 2 ID Accountability System.

ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Lair to approve the agreement and authorize the chairman’s signature.  Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, and the motion carried.
