ROAD & BRIDGE DEPARTMENT REPORT:

Dave Parker, Road & Bridge Supervisor, submitted the weekly activity & repair/service summary reports.  The following items were discussed: tubes in Benedict, presented a bill for Puckett’s Farm in the amount of $8,368.00 to repair a bridge they had drove a dozer over, he also reported that repairing tires in-house has saved the County about $20,000.00. Lisa Chism expressed concerns with the culvert work the County had done in Benedict.  She was advised to contact the City.

HEALTH DEPARTMENT REPORT:

Todd Durham, Health Department Administrator presented his weekly report. The following items were discussed: WIC funds replaced a laptop & PC’s and he also reported on the Regional Prevention Conference he attended for drug and alcohol treatment. Dr. McKenney and Todd presented a breastfeeding demonstration at Mercy Hospital OB ward in Independence.

Becky Gray and Dick Horton with SEK-CAP discussed resources & programs they have to offer the County residents.

BUFFALO SENIOR CITIZEN CENTER:

Rick Haney with the Buffalo Senior Citizen Center discussed receiving money from the Thanks Program in 2013.  The Commission advised that funds were budgeted for the Thanks Program in 2013, and were optimistic that funding to the senior centers would be restored in 2013.

SHERIFF’S REPORT:

Dan Bath, Sheriff discussed with the Commissioners a trailer being sold in July to an employee and did not offer it for public sale, he also reported an employee on vacation, the jail inmate population and that the missing gun has been found but still under investigation by KBI.

COORDINATOR’S REPORT:

Kris Marple, County Coordinator, presented an oil & gas lease with Wilson County Holdings, LLC.  He also presented a letter of support for Four County Mental Health’s Connection Transportation program application to KDOT.  He also further discussed the Sheriff transition period with the Commission.
ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Lambert to approve employing Sheriff-elect Pete Figgins effective December 2nd to begin the Sheriff transition period and attending the Sheriff’s Academy at the rate of $14.00 per hour and to pay his and his undersheriff’s lodging & travel expenses while at the Academy in Hutchinson. Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, motion carried.

ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Lambert to approve a letter of support to KDOT for Four County Mental Health Connections Transportation program application. Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, motion carried.

ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Lambert to approve the oil & gas lease with Wilson County Holdings LLC. Commissioner Richardson seconded the motion, motion carried.

The Commission requested the Coordinator to discuss with the County Attorney the matter of  the trailer that was sold by the Sheriff to an employee without following procedures pursuant to Resolution #768 nor offering it for public sale.
